Principals - Native Plants 

They occur naturally in a region (provenance) without human intervention.

Provenance: specific place where plant or seed originated.

A plant native to one provenance is not a native in another region unless it originated there. 

Avoid cultivars of natives, unless propagation came from local plant stock, or seed.

Cultivars: plants selected for propagating, usually by cuttings, because of particular attributes.

Look for local genotypes produced from seed, not cloning


Local seeds maintain the plants’ maximum genetic diversity.
